
4. Your son shows you the school diary he will 
receive on Day 1.

5. You see the outline of each course your 
son it taking. This is normally given on Day 

1 of each course e.g. what topics are 
studied, how long each unit of study is and 

when assessments will occur. 
 

The achievement of your son will increase as so 
as he takes responsibility of his learning and 

behaviour. Self management needs to improve 

significantly and we ask for your help. 
 

Finally we plan an increase number of parent 
information and consultations meetings in 2012. 

Thank you in advance for your support. 
 

Overall, this has been a difficult year but we are 
proud of so much that has been achieved. The 

outstanding year book shows this. The school is in 
good heart as we move into 2012.
